[irst portin Yokohama, where Commodore

Watthew Perry landed and the modernization of
Japan began. The name comes from a dike in the
area that resembled the shape of an elephant’s
nose (zou no hana). While the embankment was
submerged by the 1923 Great Kanto Farthquake,
it has since been restored lo ils original form and
loday the area is a pleasant park connecting the
sea and the cily.

& Iron Sculpture Festival (Taiwan, Kaohsiung) and Hakodate city.

In 2009, the Yokohama Rendez-vous Project started
as a new experimental approach lo monozukurt,
bridging artists and designers with business and so-
cial welfare facilities. The brand Slow Label launched
based on a concepl of “slow” manufacturing and free
monozukuri, creating something mass production
cannol achieve.

In the same year, a participalory exhibition, “Slow
Label: The Factory,” was held, allowing anyone to
lake part in making Slow Label products. The exhibi-
tion crealed an opportunily [or a wide range of local
cilizens lo come logether and inleract with each other
through monozukuri.

Developing the iniliatives for producing new crealive
expression by promoling cooperation, the Yokohama
Paratriennale was launched. This new international
conlemporary arl festival, based on collaboration
between arlists with disabilities and creative profes-
sionals from diverse fields, received a greal response
Sfrom all quarters.

In order lo establish the activily as a going concern,
we founded SLOW LABEL, a specified non-profit

organizalion, in 2014.
